MINUTES OF 163th CLG MEETING
The Chairman had clarified the amendment to 162nd CLG minutes item IV/H;

According to the manufacturer, weighing scale would have a variance of no more than +/- 0.5%. CTO would have regular maintenance program to ensure all their weighing scales meeting the standards. The weight recorded by the weighing scale at CTO’s acceptance point would be used as the certified weight of the cargo accepted. It would be used for the purpose of preparing the AWB. Subsequent weighing would be required inside the warehouse including the weighing of the built ULD before dispatch which would be used by the airlines for the purpose of weight and balance. When the variance between the acceptance weight and the subsequent weight check at the time of transfer had exceeded 1%, CTO would be required to conduct another weight check using a different weighing scale and record the result in the relevant CNR. It would be up to the individual airline to decide the tolerance of weight variance in the context of aircraft safety.

The minutes were confirmed.

II. MATTERS ARISING FROM LAST MEETING

A. Regulated Agent Regime (RAR)

1. Filing of RAR security fee for year 2001

The 15th RAR implementation meeting was held on 5 October. (See attachment 1A for the minutes and 1B for the summary prepared by CLG)

The current RAR security charge would be expired after 31 January 2001. Since both  CTOs  had no plan to increase their fees (see attachment 1C and 1D for the reply from AAT and HACTL respectively), CLG recommended BAR CSC to re-file the charge to CAD with no increase.

The current charges were;

- $ 0.70 per kg plus $ 30 per AWB

- minimum charge is $ 50 per AWB 

//Post meeting note:  CAD had approved the RAR security charge with effect from 1 February 2001 until 31 January 2002. (See attachment 1E, 1F and 1G for BAR CSC’s application, HK CAD’s approval and CLG’s advisory respectively)

CAD agreed that the current practice of Customs’ physical examination of export 

cargo could meet the requirement of random check in RA’s QAP. CLG agreed to develop the required procedure to return the customs examination record to the RA involved. Mr. K. M. Wan of CX suggested that it should be distributed via electronic means in favour of cost and efficiency. Both CTOs were asked to examine the feasibility of CX’s proposal. Mr. Stewart Chun of AAT reported that they would be technically ready to allow user to check the examination records on AAT’s web site. Mr. Daniel Cheung of Customs advised that ACCS could show the actual consignor. He also reiterated that Customs physical examination of export cargo would serve their own purpose and aviation security would not be their primary concern. 

There was no decision about the removal of unconditional holding. The industry would require to gather more data.

The next RAR implementation meeting would be held on 10 January 2001.

Proposed to expand current TREX program to include schedule 1 of  

licensing control except those under munitions list

CLG had met Trade on 19 October about the interline transfer of air transhipment under SCTREX. (See attachment 2A for the summary of the meeting and attachment 2B for the reply from Trade) 

Trade advised that they would not accept “part SCTREX” but encouraged all airlines to participate the scheme. They agreed to exercise flexibility to process the applications from airline members who would have difficulty to secure the signature from their board of directors since they were the branch offices. 

Trade had developed a web page for the list of valid registrants under SCTREX. The address is www.info.gov.hk/tid/online_pub/cargo1.htm (See attachment 2C)

In the event of interline transfer of air transhipment under SCTREX, airlines were asked to;

1. Check the list of valid registrants to ensure both transferring and receiving airlines would have the valid SCTREX number.

2. Insert the SCTREX numbers of both transferring and receiving airlines in the TRM to serve as the document evidence.

CLG WEB site domain name registration

AAT replied that they would not levy rebuild fee for bulk and pre-packed shipment. They would closely monitor the situation and reserve the right to levy the fee as required.

CLG would advise HAFFA the proper name of the “brown tape” and the preferred substitute to reduce the ULD cleaning requirement.

III. UPDATES

A. Customs/ACCS

Mr. Daniel Cheung of Customs reported that ACCS system had stopped five and half-hours on 08 October due to hardware problem. Mr. Cheung expressed the sincere thanks to CTOs and airlines for their assistance during the stoppage. Mr. K.M. Wan of CX suggested Customs to provide more resource during the stoppage in favor of the large amount of manual process.  Mr. Cheung noted.        

B. TWG/HACTL

Mr. K. M. Wan reported that 13th meeting was held on 02 November. HACTL had deployed ten more man-shift to improve the cycling time for dollies. He also advised that HACTL would open the express channel for pre-packed pallet during 1800-2200.   

C. TWG/AAT

Mr. Peter Chan reported that a meeting was held in mid October and no major issue was reported.

D. CIES



The Chairman advised that Mr. Michael Wong was on leave. 

The Chairman asked both CTOs to examine the possible EDI link between terminals to facilitate cross terminal transfer and eliminate the requirement of re-key of HAWB data. The Chairman would ask CIES to follow.

E. BAR CSC

BAR CSC Chairman had sent his apology.       

The Chairman reported that the fuel surcharge has been approved by CAD effect from 01 November. It was  $0.4 per kg for the long haul flight and $0.2 per kg for the short haul flight. (See attachment 6)       

The Chairman also reported that BAR CSC and IATA were still discussing the CASS system.



F. AOC

There was no update.

G. Cargo facilitation meeting

The 8th meeting was held on 28 September. (See attachment 7 for the summary taken by CLG)

Airport Authority reported that they would increase eight cargo bays instead of four as previously announced. Tentatively three bays similar to C-24 would be made available in September or October of 2001 and all eight fully functioned bays would be completed in mid 2002. 

H. Trade

Airlines had experienced difficulty to process transhipment radioactive substance since it was not exempted under the current Air Cargo Transhipment (facilitation) Ordinance 2000 and airlines would not have the importer permit to apply the required import licence. Mr. K. M. Wan of CX was negotiating with Trade and Radioactive Board on behalf of CLG.

Police

Mr. W.W. Siu of JL reported that a meeting was held on 06 November. There were 22 pilferage cases reported till end of October. 


J.
Health
The Chairman reported that Mr. Tim Li of CV had met the Port Health about the HUM handling at the airport. There was no solution yet to reduce the long processing time which airlines had experienced.  It was suggested to make arrangement prior the arrival. Unfortunately, Port Health would not accept the photocopy.   

K. CTO/RHO performance report

The tonnage report for the period of November 1999 to October 2000 was attached to the minutes. (See the attachment 8A)

L. Dangerous Goods

Mr. Charles Tse  reported that a DG seminar was held on 14 November. Mr. Neil McCulloch of IATA and Mr. Simon Chean of CAD conducted the seminar. Mr. Tse also reported that DGWG suggested to attach the DG training certificate to the shipper declaration. They would further study its practicality.
