I. MINUTES OF 190TH CLG MEETING
The minutes of 190th CLG meeting were confirmed.

II. MATTERS ARISING FROM LAST MEETING
A. US Customs advance cargo information

The Chairman reported that CIES was tasked to develop the best practice  aiming to include all required data for name and address of shipper and consignee in the first 35 characters when agents transmit HAWB data to airline. 

Today, while cargo agents had completed their part and transmit the data according to the document, however, airline staffs were still required to spent a considerable amount of time to adjust it (because of the field length) prior submission. The cost was far more than the current fee of $5.00 per HAWB collected from cargo agents. CLG hoped that the best practice could realize the full benefit of EDI and reduce airlines’ cost.      

It is noted that various US customs would have different interpretation of requirement, e.g. ORD would be more restrictive. Airlines had no alternative but to make necessary adjustment to meet individual customs requirement. 

A copy of letter from ORD customs was attached to the minutes for members’ information (Attachment 1). It was noted that the next enforcement phase would include penalties for inaccurate, invalid or missing information. 


B. Trade facilitation meeting for air cargo

On behalf of CLG, CX had conducted the survey of control of transhipment in other countries and submitted to CITB (Attachment 2). It was noted that most countries did not require licence/permit prior arrival for transhipment with the exception of live animal and munitions of war. It was also noted that UK and Switzerland recognized the licence issued by the origin for notification purpose. 

The Chairman had reiterated the purpose of meeting CITB. It aimed to waive the control to transshipment as much as possible. If control could not be avoided, asked the authority to adopt the post flight audit instead of current system of pre arrival permit which had stopped the cargo in Hong Kong unnecessarily. 

It was understood that CITB was working on the control chemical.

C. Dolly situation

There was no update from AAHK. CLG would follow up in the next Cargo Facilitation Committee Meeting on 25 MAY.

There was no report of service failure due dolly in the first quarter. CLG noted with caution since the peak months were yet to come.   

D. TACT Rules June 2005 edition

There was no change reported and TACT was advised accordingly. 


Item dropped.


E. Pool CTO QA audit

It had received positive feedback from airlines and CTO. However it would still require endorsement from airlines’ Head Offices.

The Chairman reiterated the purpose of the joint audit which was aimed to reduce the cost of the audit conducted by individual airline. It would also benefit the CTO.

Both TWG were tasked to follow up with their members.

III.
UPDATES

A. Customs/ACCS



Mr. C. T. Wong had replaced Mr. H. C. Liu who had taken another post in Customs outside the airport. 

CLG thanked Mr. H. C. Liu for his contribution to facilitate the airport cargo operations. 

Mr. C. T. Wong advised that, in addition to AAT and DHL EHU, Hactl had installed the wireless access in the terminal in MAY. This would improve Customs’ mobility and provide better service to the public. 

Minutes of 34th ACCS operation meeting held on 19 JUN was attached for the members’ information (Attachment 3).

B. TWG-Hactl

Mr. K. M. Wan of CX reported that;

· The 39th meeting was held on 12 MAY. 

· Export Flight Sheet (EFS) was fully implemented; except one RHO 

· Hactl would decentralize the administration of COSAC access code. Individual airline could assign the COSAC access code direct to their staff. 

· Had introduced a new special handling code, “SOF”, for soft cargo. This would alert the warehouse staff not to put this type of cargo in the bottom layer when building up the pallet or container. 
Mr. Joseph Chan of Hactl added that;

· They would propose to IATA, through CX, to adopt the special handling code (e.g. SOF) introduced in HKG. They had seen value to the operators in other locations.

Mr. Enoch Lam of Hactl added that;

· The introduction of EFS would allow the airlines to monitor their shipment movement closely and up-to-the-minute.  

C. TWG-AAT

Mr. Peter Chan of SQ advised that next meeting would be held on 18 MAY.

Mr. H.C. Ma of AAT advised that their Terminal 2 was on schedule (to be completed in DEC 2006).      

D. CIES

Mr. Jackie Chui of CX, reported that;

· The next CIES meeting would be held on 23 MAY
· DTTN was on track. New members had joined the STAG. They were from bank, supply chain service provider, e-commerce network provider and government agencies.
· DTTN would give a face to face presentation to the members in the coming CIES meeting.
The minutes of CIES meeting 01/2005 held on 28 FEB was attached for members’ information (Attachment 4).

The Chairman advised that Cargo 2000 local group, together with HAFFA and Ezycargo (CDMP service provider) had formed a working group to develop a “plug and play” package to implement Cargo 2000 in Hong Kong. It aimed to assist the SME to meet the shipper’s growing demand of accurate and up-to-minute shipment status information without heavy investment in IT.      

E. BAR CSC

Mr. Tom Wong of CX, reported that;
1. CASS

· IATA CASS had formed a feasibility study group.

· BAR CSC would hold a meeting on 19 MAY to discuss CASS issue.

· In principle, BAR CSC supported CASS. Individual member was free to participate CASS.   

2. Fuel Surcharge

CAD had approved BAR CSC application of two additional level of fuel surcharge. (Attachment 5)

The current cargo fuel surcharge was at level 8.

The fuel surcharge scheme would expire on 18 JUL. BAR CSC had applied for renewal with CAD.

F. Cargo facilitation meeting/AOC

The 19th cargo facilitation meeting would be held on 25 MAY. 
CAD had viewed the questionnaire of AAHK’s 2005 User Survey and had nothing to add or amend. However, giving the fact that the population of airline was much less than forwarders and truckers, CLG had the concern about the weighting to determine the score of those questions which were addressed to “airlines and forwarders” and “airlines, forwarders and truckers”. CLG suggested to give a 50% weighting to airline’s response.  
AAHK had held their first Air Cargo Forum on 21 MAR. A summary was attached for members’ information. (Attachment 6)

Mr. Anthony Chan of JASL reported that there were two new comers to HKIA. They were Bangkok Airways and Shanghai Airlines. (Attachment 7 and 8)

The note of meeting of handling of inbound freighter crew golf club was attached for members’ information. (Attachment 9)

G. Government agencies other than Customs

1. Trade

There was no new update.

2.   Health

Food and Environmental Hygiene Department advised that their Senior Health Inspector Mr. Mok Yuen Pun had left and the new Senior Health Inspector was Ms. Au Kwan Ying. (Attachment 10)

Mr. Simon Leung of CX reported that DGWG supported to establish a database to share information of dangerous goods incident and accident in the member’s page of CLG web site. 

HAFFA had raised the concern of libel from publishing the name of the cargo agent. DGWG requested CLG to seek legal opinion.

The Chairman advised that he would check with BLG and revert.

J. CLG web site

Mr. Anthony Chan of JASL reported that;

1. Enhancement made included “local charge”, “updated by CLG administrator”, “CAD list of DG carrier” and “bulletin board in the public page for selected BP”.
2. Enhancement in progress included “update facility” for members to update their information (e.g. local charge, contact, etc.) in the web site. 
3. BP “borrowed AWB as resolved in 190th CLG meeting” was posted. 
K. RAR and aviation security

26th  RAR meeting would be held on 29 JUN.

CAD had plan to tighten the requirement of KC cargo screening and training required in QCP. CAD would suspend or de-list the RA who had failed to comply the requirement. CAD would give sufficient warning to the affected RA. 

CLG supported it.   

HAFFA supported it with following notes;

· After sending out the written notice, need to get some kind of “acknowledge” receipt so as to confirm the affected RA has received the notice.

· Should the RA provide valid reason(s) on his difficulties in compliance (e.g. they anticipate that they will have no cargo for passenger aircraft within a certain period), his name will not be suspended.

L. Training/VTC

Mr. Tim Li of CV had sent his apology. He submitted the revised SUS airfreight syllabus for members’ information. (Attachment 13)

The Chairman reported that;
1. Ms. Shelby Fung of BA would replace him in the VTC Training Board for Transport Logistic as from 01 APR.

He would participate the Industry Training Advisory Committees for transport logistics industry to develop Industry Training Specifications, a pre-requisite to Qualifications Framework.  (Attachment 14)
